Commas and Lists (phrases)

Commas are used to separate two or more items in a list. The list can
include single words or longer phrases.

For example:

In art | like to:
paint trees
draw portraits
make clay sculptures
sketch using charcoal

This can be written as a sentence using commas to
separate the phrases.

In art | like to paint trees, draw portraits, make clay TH—=
sculptures and sketch using charcoal. =
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
